(Gen 17:1)  When Abram was ninety-nine 
years old the LORD appeared to Abram and 
said to him, "I am God Almighty; walk before 
me, and be blameless,

(Gen 17:1)  When Abram was ninety-nine 
years old, the LORD appeared to him and 
said, "I am the Almighty God. Obey me and 
always do what is right.

(Deu 5:6)  I am the LORD thy God, which 
brought thee out of the land of Egypt, from 
the house of bondage.

(1Ki 3:10)  And the speech pleased the Lord, 
that Solomon had asked this thing.

(1Ki 3:10)  It pleased the Lord that Solomon 
had asked this.

(1Ki 3:10)  The Lord was pleased that Solomon 
had asked for this,

(Mar 1:24)  "What do you want with us, Jesus 
of Nazareth? Are you here to destroy us? I 
know who you are—you are God's holy 
messenger!"

(Mar 1:25)  And Jesus rebuked him, saying, 
Hold thy peace, and come out of him.

(Mar 1:25)  But Jesus rebuked him, saying, "Be 
silent, and come out of him!"

(Mar 1:25)  Jesus ordered the spirit, "Be quiet, 
and come out of the man!"

(Mar 1:26)  And when the unclean spirit had 
torn him, and cried with a loud voice, he 
came out of him.

(Mar 1:27)  The people were all so amazed that 
they started saying to one another, "What is 
this? Is it some kind of new teaching? This 
man has authority to give orders to the evil 
spirits, and they obey him!"

(Mar 8:1)  In those days the multitude being 
very great, and having nothing to eat, Jesus 
called his disciples unto him, and saith unto

(Mar 8:2)  "I feel sorry for these people, 
because they have been with me for three 
days and now have nothing to eat.

(Mar 8:3)  And if I send them away fasting to 
their own houses, they will faint by the way: 
for divers of them came from far.

(Mar 8:3)  And if I send them away hungry to 
their homes, they will faint on the way. And 
some of them have come from far away."

(Mar 8:3)  If I send them home without 
feeding them, they will faint as they go, 
because some of them have come a long 
way."

(Mar 8:4)  And his disciples answered him, 
From whence can a man satisfy these men 
with bread here in the wilderness?

(Mar 8:4)  And his disciples answered him, 
"How can one feed these people with bread 
here in this desolate place?"

(Mar 8:4)  His disciples asked him, "Where in 
this desert can anyone find enough food to 
feed all these people?"

(Mar 8:5)  And he asked them, How many 
loaves have ye? And they said, Seven.

(Mar 8:5)  And he asked them, "How many 
loaves do you have?" They said, "Seven."

(Mar 8:5)  "How much bread do you have?" 
Jesus asked. "Seven loaves," they answered.

(Mar 8:6)  And he commanded the people to 
sit down on the ground: and he took the 
seven loaves, and gave thanks, and brake, 
and gave to his disciples to set before them; 
and they did set them before the people.

(Mar 8:6)  And he directed the crowd to sit 
down on the ground. And he took the seven 
loaves, and having given thanks, he broke 
them and gave them to his disciples to set 
before the people; and they set them before 
the crowd.

(Mar 8:6)  He ordered the crowd to sit down 
on the ground. Then he took the seven 
loaves, gave thanks to God, broke them, and 
gave them to his disciples to distribute to the 
crowd; and the disciples did so.

(Mar 8:7)  And they had a few small fishes: 
and he blessed, and commanded to set them 
also before them.

(Mar 8:7)  And they had a few small fish. And 
having blessed them, he said that these also 
should be set before them.

(Mar 8:7)  They also had a few small fish. 
Jesus gave thanks for these and told the 
disciples to distribute them too.

(Mar 8:8)  So they did eat, and were filled: and 
they took up of the broken meat that was left 
seven baskets.
(Mar 8:9)  And they that had eaten were about 
four thousand: and he sent them away.

(Mar 8:8)  And they ate and were satisfied. 
And they took up the broken pieces left over, 
seven baskets full.
(Mar 8:9)  And there were about four 
thousand people. And he sent them away.

(Mar 8:8-9)  Everybody ate and had enough—
there were about four thousand people. Then 
the disciples took up seven baskets full of 
pieces left over. Jesus sent the people away

(Mar 12:29)  And Jesus answered him, The 
first of all the commandments is, Hear, O 
Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord:

(Mar 12:29)  Jesus answered, "The most 
important is, 'Hear, O Israel: The Lord our 
God, the Lord is one.

(Mar 12:29)  Jesus replied, "The most 
important one is this: 'Listen, Israel! The 
Lord our God is the only Lord.

(Mar 12:30)  And thou shalt love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, 
and with all thy mind, and with all thy 
strength: this is the first commandment.

(Mar 12:30)  And you shall love the Lord your 
God with all your heart and with all your soul 
and with all your mind and with all your 
strength.'

(Mar 12:30)  Love the Lord your God with all 
your heart, with all your soul, with all your 
mind, and with all your strength.'

(Joh 4:5)  Then cometh he to a city of 
Samaria, which is called Sychar, near to the 
parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his son 
Joseph.

(Joh 4:5)  So he came to a town of Samaria 
called Sychar, near the field that Jacob had 
given to his son Joseph.

(Joh 4:5)  In Samaria he came to a town 
named Sychar, which was not far from the 
field that Jacob had given to his son Joseph.

(Joh 4:6)  Now Jacob's well was there. Jesus 
therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat 
thus on the well: and it was about the sixth 
hour.

(Joh 4:6)  Jacob's well was there; so Jesus, 
wearied as he was from his journey, was 
sitting beside the well. It was about the sixth 
hour.

(Joh 4:6)  Jacob's well was there, and Jesus, 
tired out by the trip, sat down by the well. It 
was about noon.

(Joh 4:7)  There cometh a woman of Samaria 
to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give me 
to drink.

(Joh 4:7)  A woman from Samaria came to 
draw water. Jesus said to her, "Give me a 
drink."

(Joh 4:7)  A Samaritan woman came to draw 
some water, and Jesus said to her, "Give me a 
drink of water."

(Joh 4:9)  Then saith the woman of Samaria 
unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, 
askest drink of me, which am a woman of 
Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with 
the Samaritans.

(Joh 4:9)  The Samaritan woman said to him, 
"How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink 
from me, a woman of Samaria?" (For Jews 
have no dealings with Samaritans.)

(Joh 4:9)  The woman answered, "You are a 
Jew, and I am a Samaritan—so how can you 
ask me for a drink?" (Jews will not use the 
same cups and bowls that Samaritans use.)

(Joh 4:10)  Jesus answered and said unto her, 
If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is 
that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou 
wouldest have asked of him, and he would 
have given thee living water.

(Joh 4:10)  Jesus answered her, "If you knew 
the gift of God, and who it is that is saying to 
you, 'Give me a drink,' you would have asked 
him, and he would have given you living 
water."

(Joh 4:10)  Jesus answered, "If you only knew 
what God gives and who it is that is asking 
you for a drink, you would ask him, and he 
would give you life-giving water."

(Joh 4:11)  The woman saith unto him, Sir, 
thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well 
is deep: from whence then hast thou that 
living water?

(Joh 4:11)  The woman said to him, "Sir, you 
have nothing to draw water with, and the 
well is deep. Where do you get that living 
water?

(Joh 4:11)  "Sir," the woman said, "you don't 
have a bucket, and the well is deep. Where 
would you get that life-giving water?

(Joh 4:13)  Jesus answered and said unto her, (Joh 4:13)  Jesus said to her, "Everyone who (Joh 4:13)  Jesus answered, "Those who drink 
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Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst 
again:

drinks of this water will be thirsty again, this water will get thirsty again,

(Joh 4:14)  But whosoever drinketh of the 
water that I shall give him shall never thirst; 
but the water that I shall give him shall be in 
him a well of water springing up into 
everlasting life.

(Joh 4:14)  but whoever drinks of the water 
that I will give him will never be thirsty 
again. The water that I will give him will 
become in him a spring of water welling up to 
eternal life."

(Joh 4:14)  but those who drink the water that 
I will give them will never be thirsty again. 
The water that I will give them will become in 
them a spring which will provide them with 
life-giving water and give them eternal life."

(Joh 4:15)  The woman saith unto him, Sir, 
give me this water, that I thirst not, neither 
come hither to draw.

(Joh 4:15)  The woman said to him, "Sir, give 
me this water, so that I will not be thirsty or 
have to come here to draw water."

(Joh 4:15)  "Sir," the woman said, "give me 
that water! Then I will never be thirsty again, 
nor will I have to come here to draw water."

(Joh 4:16)  Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy 
husband, and come hither.

(Joh 4:16)  Jesus said to her, "Go, call your 
husband, and come here."

(Joh 4:16)  "Go and call your husband," Jesus 
told her, "and come back."

(Joh 4:17)  The woman answered and said, I 
have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou 
hast well said, I have no husband:

(Joh 4:17)  The woman answered him, "I have 
no husband." Jesus said to her, "You are 
right in saying, 'I have no husband';

(Joh 4:17)  "I don't have a husband," she 
answered. Jesus replied, "You are right when 
you say you don't have a husband.

(Joh 4:18)  For thou hast had five husbands; 
and he whom thou now hast is not thy 
husband: in that saidst thou truly.

(Joh 4:18)  for you have had five husbands, 
and the one you now have is not your 
husband. What you have said is true."

(Joh 4:18)  You have been married to five men, 
and the man you live with now is not really 
your husband. You have told me the truth."

(Joh 4:19)  The woman saith unto him, Sir, I 
perceive that thou art a prophet.

(Joh 4:19)  The woman said to him, "Sir, I 
perceive that you are a prophet.

(Joh 4:19)  "I see you are a prophet, sir," the 
woman said.

(Joh 4:25)  The woman saith unto him, I know 
that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: 
when he is come, he will tell us all things.

(Joh 4:25)  The woman said to him, "I know 
that Messiah is coming (he who is called 
Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all 
things."

(Joh 4:25)  The woman said to him, "I know 
that the Messiah will come, and when he 
comes, he will tell us everything."

(Joh 4:26)  Jesus saith unto her, I that speak 
unto thee am he.

(Joh 4:28)  The woman then left her waterpot, 
and went her way into the city, and saith to 
the men,

(Joh 4:28)  So the woman left her water jar

(Joh 4:28)  Then the woman left her water jar, 
went back to the town, and said to the people

(Joh 4:29)  Come, see a man, which told me all 
things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?

(Joh 4:29)  "Come, see a man who told me all 
that I ever did. Can this be the Christ?"

(Joh 4:29)  "Come and see the man who told 
me everything I have ever done. Could he be 
the Messiah?"

(Joh 9:39)  And Jesus said, For judgment I am 
come into this world, that they which see not 
might see; and that they which see might be 
made blind.

(Joh 9:39)  Jesus said, "For judgment I came 
into this world, that those who do not see 
may see, and those who see may become 
blind."

(Joh 9:39)  Jesus said, "I came to this world to 
judge, so that the blind should see and those 
who see should become blind."

(Rom 12:2)  And be not conformed to this 
world: but be ye transformed by the 
renewing of your mind, that ye may prove 
what is that good, and acceptable, and 
perfect, will of God.

(Rom 12:2)  Do not be conformed to this 
world, but be transformed by the renewal of 
your mind, that by testing you may discern 
what is the will of God, what is good and 
acceptable and perfect.

(Rom 12:2)  Do not conform yourselves to the 
standards of this world, but let God 
transform you inwardly by a complete 
change of your mind. Then you will be able to 
know the will of God—what is good and is 
pleasing to him and is perfect.

(1Co 8:4)  As concerning therefore the eating 
of those things that are offered in sacrifice 
unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in 
the world, and that there is none other God 
but one.

(1Co 8:4)  Therefore, as to the eating of food 
offered to idols, we know that "an idol has no 
real existence," and that "there is no God but 
one."

(1Co 8:4)  So then, about eating the food 
offered to idols: we know that an idol stands 
for something that does not really exist; we 
know that there is only the one God.

(1Co 8:5)  For though there be that are called 
gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there 
be gods many, and lords many,)

(1Co 8:5)  For although there may be so-called 
gods in heaven or on earth—as indeed there 
are many "gods" and many "lords"—

(1Co 8:5)  Even if there are so-called "gods," 
whether in heaven or on earth, and even 
though there are many of these "gods" and 
"lords,"

(1Co 8:6)  But to us there is but one God, the 
Father, of whom are all things, and we in 
him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom 
are all things, and we by him.

(1Co 8:6)  yet for us there is one God, the 
Father, from whom are all things and for 
whom we exist, and one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
through whom are all things and through 
whom we exist.

(1Co 8:6)  yet there is for us only one God, the 
Father, who is the Creator of all things and 
for whom we live; and there is only one Lord, 
Jesus Christ, through whom all things were 
created and through whom we live.

(2Co 13:11)  Finally, brethren, farewell. Be 
perfect, be of good comfort, be of one mind,
