For the LORD told him, 'Your son, whom I will place on your throne, will build the Temple to honor my name.' ... 7 When Hiram received Solomon's message, he was very pleased and said, "Praise the LORD today for giving David a wise son to be king of the great nation of Israel." ... 10 So Hiram supplied as much cedar and cypress timber as Solomon desired. ... 12 So the LORD gave wisdom to Solomon, just as he had promised. And Hiram and Solomon made a formal alliance of peace.

10] [1Ki 6:14 NLT] 14 So Solomon finished building the Temple.

11] [1Ki 8:22-23 NLT] 22 Then Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD in front of the entire community of Israel. He lifted his hands toward heaven, 23 and he prayed, "O LORD, God of Israel, there is no God like you in all of heaven above or on the earth below. You keep your covenant and show unfailing love to all who walk before you in wholehearted devotion.

12] [1Ki 9:3 NLT] 3 The LORD said to him, "I have heard your prayer and your petition. I have set this Temple apart to be holy--this place you have built where my name will be honored forever. I will always watch over it, for it is dear to my heart.
